• Connect with Community- groups are an ideal environment to see the world through the eyes of 
Jesus Christ. Since Life Groups are meeting throughout the community they begin to see and act upon 
opportunities to serve the community and reach out with the message of life.   

 
 
 The 2009-2010 Life Group Calendar is designed to help Sugar Grove Life Groups live 
out the mission of Connecting with God, Each Other, and the Community. Each weekly small 
group meeting will focus on one component of the three part Life Group mission.* 

• 1st Sunday- Group Break and/or an  opportunity to meet with Sunday Bible Class for fellowship.  
• 2nd Sunday- Connecting With God is an opportunity for groups to grow in their relationship with 

God. Group activities for this day could include Bible Study, Prayer, and worship.  
• 3rd Sunday- Connecting With Each Other is an opportunity to get to know each other and simply 

enjoy being together. Group activities for this day could include sharing a meal or desserts together, 
eating out or meeting at a coffee shop, going to a park or sports event together, and simply sharing 
stories of life together.  

• 4th Sunday- Connecting with Community is an opportunity to serve and reach the community. 
Group activities for this day could include participating in a  service project as a group or  inviting 
friends, neighbors, and relatives to a special group event.
